Main Idea
This lesson is a continuation of the concepts discussed in Lesson #4 where the principle idea concerned the role of faith in justification and whether or not that faith is something that initiates from within the Believer, or rather it is something that comes from God. Because of the worthiness of this subject, and the critical role it plays in explaining the mechanics of salvation, this lesson continues to address the fact that faith is a gift from God. While this subject is important for the new Believer in relation to justification, it is equally-important for the growing and mature Believer when we learn that our faith can grow to help us in being sanctified to become more like Christ (cf. Hebrews 12:2 and 2 Corinthians 10:15).

Supporting Scriptures

The following passages are used in today’s lesson: Romans 5, 8:28-33; Galatians 3:8; Ephesians 2:8-9; John 5:24, 17:17, 19.
Discussion
If you have been in church for any length of time, words like grace, faith, and justification are uttered so often that they often lose their meaning; worse yet, the impact of these words and God’s actions in our lives are minimized. One of the great challenges in the Christian life is maintaining a strong walk with Jesus amidst an apathetic world. Like a lot of areas in our lives, apathy stems from a lack of appreciation and perspective. For example, if you had come from a background of abject poverty you would likely have a very different perspective on the financial blessings from God and would in turn be apt to show greater appreciation to the Lord for His gifts. In a similar manner, when you and I seek to understand that both grace and gift are gifts from God, we began to understand how rarely God actually bestows these gifts on humans. As John Piper states, not only are our spiritual gifts a work of God's free grace in our lives, but so also is the very faith with which we use those gifts.
Modern statistics state that approximately one-third of the world’s population is Christian. There is no possible way that this number is even remotely close. The population of Christians around the world is more likely 2%. If the current world population is 6.9 billion with 2% Believers, this means there are approximately 140 million living Christians. This means for every 50 people currently alive, God has hand-picked one Believer. Satan has deluded many humans into thinking that they are Believers (Matthew 7:21-23) and in effect has diminished the significance of the gift that God has given Believers (i.e., 1 in 3 is much less significant than 1 on 50). Let us live in a manner that reflects our understanding of the uniqueness of God’s grace and honor Him with our lives in response.
Questions for Consideration
1. Review the chart on the back page. Explain each term in this chart, how they relate to each other, and why the timing of events is important to understanding how we come to know Christ. Look specifically at the position of faith in relation to justification/regeneration.
2. How do the following verses validate that faith is a gift from God? Hebrews 12:2 and Romans 12:3
3. Why it is important to grow our faith? As Christians, what are specific actions we can take to grow our faith? Consider the role of prayer and seeing answered prayer in developing your answer.
Take-away Points
As with grace, faith is a gift from God. Interestingly enough, both are required for us to be justified. God loves us enough to give us the tools and resources required to be more like Christ. At the very core of God’s love for us is Romans 5:8: But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. The proper response for us as Believers, although not always the easiest, is to be completely committed to His calling for our lives, avoiding sin, and living in a manner focused on bringing glory to His name.
